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INCLEMENT WEATHER – GUIDELINES FOR KEEPING STUDENTS INDOORS  
 

These procedures are intended as guidelines only. Administrators are expected to consider health 
and safety issues, wind chill factor, adequacy of clothing, age of children, and other pertinent 
factors when making the determination whether or not to curtail or cancel outside activity. 
 
 

+10° Students will not be admitted into the building until the admit bell 
rings. Students will go outside for all recesses. 

 
10° to 0° Students will be admitted into the building early in the morning and 

will have limited recess activity. 
 
0° and below Students will be admitted into the building early in the morning and 

will have very limited recess. 
 

During periods of rainy or snowy weather, students will be allowed into the building depending 
on the precipitation levels. 
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
